Scalping makes already expensive items even
less accessible, particularly for lower-income
families. Children may feel excluded from trends
or shared experiences with friends if their family

cannot meet the inflated prices, which can lead
to with feelings of isolation and disappointment.

Use scalping as an opportunity to discuss fairness, consumer ethics, and
how some people exploit markets for profit. Encouraging children to think
critically about whether they truly need an item — and at what cost — can
help them make more considered decisions.

Teach young people to wait for official restocks or future releases
instead of paying over the odds. Many products come back into
circulation, and patience can save significant amounts of money while
reducing the likelihood of falling victim to scams.

Establish clear rules for online spending, including limits on prepaid
cards, gaming gift cards, and online wallets. Discuss the real-world
value of money spent on digital or collector’s items so children understand
the long-term impact of their purchases.
