Remembrance  Day

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Year One

In Art this week, we looked at the work of Zaria 
Forman and how she uses lines to draw waves. We 
recapped the different types of lines we could use 
and the effects of different media before working 
together to create a collaborative piece of artwork 
to represent fireworks using expressive lines to 
music.
In Computing the week, we learnt that keyboards 
are used for writing on the computer. We explored 
the use of some buttons on the keyboard such as 
the space bar, backspace arrow and the arrow keys. 
Then, we went on the paintz  app program, where 
we drew self -  portraits of ourselves and 
demonstrated our abilities to use the keyboard by 
writing simple sentences in the textbox on the paint 
area.

Reception
This week in reception we have been working hard on our phonics, we have 
learnt the sounds ck and e. We are getting so much better at blending the 
sounds together to make words.
In Maths  we have been using five frames to make different arrangements of 
the same number.
For topic we learnt all about remembrance day and even stayed silent for 
one minute to remember all the service people. We also made our own 
poppies.

Year Three

Our Science topic this term is Forces. The two basic forces 
we have started to investigate are push and pull. We had a 
whole pile of objects that require pushing: rubber, toy 
cars, pegs, and pulling; elastic bands, blue tac etc. We drew 
and annotated our findings. 

Year Two
In Maths, Year 2 have been exploring 
standard units of measurement. We 
have been measuring objects around 
the classroom using centimetres (cm) 
and metres (m), discovering how 
different units help us describe length 
accurately.
 In Science, we have been learning 
about John McAdam, the inventor who 
revolutionised road building. We 
explored the process he developed, 
which involved layering stones, sand, 
and soil to create strong, durable roads. 
To bring this learning to life, the 
children worked together to construct 
their own miniature road, applying

Year Four

This week in Year 4 we have been busy poets, building up 
sentences inspired by Still I Rise by Maya Angelou. In 
Maths, we explored the distribution law. In History we 
looked back at a well - known story from the Anglo -Saxon 
times -  the epic tale of Beowulf. We reimagined the story as 
a comic strip, or creative narratives, and some of us even 
wrote speeches in the shoes of the brave warrior Beowulf. 
In Computing, we investigated input and output devices 
and how they work together. In PSHE, we focused on 
recognising behaviours that are mean, rude, or bullying, 
and how to respond to these appropriately. We also were 
able to celebrate Children in Need by completing fun 
activities and coming in with crazy hair and our clothes 
back to front.

Year Six

This week in Year Six, we have all worked incredibly hard 
on our Mock SATs, with adults commenting on how well 
most of the year group have applied themselves. In 
History, we explored the Japanese conflict in the Second 
World War, focussing on the battles in Iwo Jima and 
Okinawa. We showed off our creative flair in creating self -
portraits during our art lessons this week, and we look 
forward to adding finishing touches next week.



 

Class News
Year Five
Welcome back to another glorious week in year five. We started the week 
by using our Reading skills lessons to develop  our understanding of 
Remembrance Day and Remembrance Sunday. In English , we are 
continuing to write our WW1 inspired poems based on the Malfeasance 
by Alan Bold.  They continued to explore the language and vocabulary to 
help visualise  their WW1 setting and how their chosen animal felt during 
battle. Maths  was particularly engaging this week, as the children had fun 
identifying factor pairs for various integers and forming factor bugs / 
slugs depending on whether the number of as a prime or composite 
number.
In science , we enjoyed researching and creating fact files about the 
various planets and looked at how they orbited the sun . In Geography, 
they focused on identifying features of deserts , specifically the Mojave 
desert and how it was formed. They explored various man -made and 
natural functions of their  desert and recorded this into their books . 
Finally , in line with our theme for the term -  we continued to explore 
battle conditions  in WW1 on the Western Front.
