Year One

Year One had a wonderful curriculum day

Class News
Reception
This week in Reception has been another busy week! The two new 
sounds we have learnt in Phonics this week are ‘u’ and ‘r’ and we have 
been trying our best to hear the sounds in words as well as use them in 
our CVC word writing. 
In Maths we have been looking at one more and one less within 6. The 
children have enjoyed working in pairs to use physical resources to show 
one more and less. 
Our Nativity Rehearsals are well on there way and the children have 
been trying their best with all the actions and singing as loud as they can!



Class News

Year Three

For science this term, we are investigating forces. We 
started last week by discussing objects that we have to pull 
to use and that we must push to use. This week we had an 
experiment to see how different surfaces affect how fast a 
vehicle moves and if they texture changes the braking 
distance. We set a toy car down 5 ramps that were lined 
with sandpaper, foil, bubble wrap and carpet, then 
measured the distance it took for the car to completely 
stop. 

Year Two
This week in Year 2, we have been 
learning all about measuring length! 
The children have explored using 
rulers and metre sticks to measure 
objects accurately in centimetres and 
metres. They have also been solving 
worded problems that involve 
comparing lengths and finding the 
difference between measurements. 
In Geography, we’ve been exploring 
amazing places around the world. 
Using Google Earth, the children 
have enjoyed zooming in to discover 
different locations and identifying 
physical and human features



 

Year Four
We have had another busy week in Year 4. In History, we enjoyed creating 
child-friendly information boards about Sutton Hoo, exploring the 
fascinating Anglo-Saxon burial site and its artifacts, including the famous 
helmet and ship burial. We had fun learning to tell the time every 5 
minutes in French. Additionally,  we discussed why people think of time as 
a journey in RE and learnt to edit a recording using digital tools in 
computing. , In Maths, the focus was on multiplication strategies, 
specifically multiplying three-digit numbers by one-digit numbers. 
Well done Year 4 for working extremely hard this week!

Class News

Year Five
We’ve had another fantastic week in Year 5! In English, we have begun 
planning our independent writes, where the children will be creating their 
own poems inspired by a World War I war animal. Throughout this half 
term, they have been learning how to use rhyme and a range of figurative 
language techniques to craft engaging and meaningful poetry — and they 
already have some brilliant ideas taking shape.

In DT, the class had lots of fun exploring electrical circuits. They created 
their own series circuits using a battery, wires and a lightbulb, and also 
investigated how motors can be used within electrical products. The children 
were enthusiastic and curious, demonstrating great teamwork and problem-
solving skills.

In Computing, we have started to look at different filming techniques used 
to create interesting and engaging videos. The children have enjoyed 
experimenting with close-ups, talking-head framing and panning shots, 
ready to apply these skills in their upcoming projects.
Well done, Year 5, for another week of hard work and enthusiasm!

In our PSHE lessons, we focused on cultivating respectful behaviour 
towards diverse individuals, fostering an inclusive environment where 
all students feel valued. 

In English, students engaged in imaginative writing by recounting 
experiences as either an evacuee from London or a Jewish child arriving 
in England via the Kindertransport during World War II. This exercise 
not only honed their narrative skills but also deepened their empathy 
for those who faced such challenging circumstances.
 Our history lessons were captivating as we explored the Battle of 
Stalingrad, a pivotal moment where the Red Army confronted the ill-
prepared German forces. These discussions prompted thoughtful 
reflections on bravery and resilience during wartime.
