What is Occupational Therapy

Occupational Therapists focus on the day-to-day activities that children
want or need to do. This often includes developing independence skills
such as dressing, participation in mealtimes, self — care, play etc.
We look at the child’s physical ability to do these activities, but we also
look at whether there are any other factors such as developmental
stage, attention or regulation which could be impacting on their ability to
engage.

Preschool Drop-in Clinic
This service is for children aged 2-5 years old who are registered with a
GP within either Basildon, Brentwood, or Thurrock. If appropriate, you
and your child will be offered a face-to-face appointment with an
Occupational Therapist. Please note we do not offer Sensory Integration
or accept to solely support an application for an Educational Health Care

Plan (EHCP).

Each week, teachers keep track of how many pupils

have read at home at least five times. The class with

the highest number of regular readers is celebrated

during our Friday Celebration Assembly. Let’s keep
up the great reading habits!
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Receppfion

This week in Reception we have been reading the story Handa’s Surprise,
where we have been looking at the characters, setting and other ways
Handa could keep the fruit safe from the animals! We have enjoyed
looking at volume in Maths where we have been using rice and jugs to
explore empty, nearly empty, half full, nearly full and full. We are getting
much more confident at giving our answers using full sentences!
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This week in Year One we had a special delivery for our
English lessons! We have enjoyed watching our
caterpillars grow and get ready to become butterflies.
We also went on a bug hunt to see all the different types
of bugs; we used magnifying glasses to have a good look
at them and describe them. In maths, we have started
learning about multiplication and division we have
enjoyed creating our own rectangular arrays out of
objects in the classroom. On Wednesday we played
some circle games that we had never tried before, we
liked learning the new games and playing with our class
outside on the playground. We learnt that we are all
special and we named things that were special about us,
some of us are strong or good at drawing, other people
were good at writing or reading. We have enjoyed our
first week back after half term!!
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Year 2 have been busy developing their green fingers this term! The
children have planted both peas and sunflower seeds, which can now be
seen growing proudly just outside the Year 2 classrooms. It has been
wonderful to see their enthusiasm as they learn about how plants grow
and what they need to thrive.

To help care for their plants, the children have also created watering
rotas. Each group takes responsibility for looking after the plants,
ensuring they are regularly watered and cared for. This has been a
fantastic way to encourage teamwork, responsibility, and a sense of
ownership over their learning.

We look forward to watching the plants continue to grow and hopefully
seeing some tall sunflowers and tasty peas in the weeks ahead! &
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This week in Year 3 has been full of curiosity and thoughtful discussion.
On Thursday, we took part in National Al Awareness Day, exploring how
artificial intelligence can be used both positively and negatively. The
children showed great maturity when talking about online dangers and
how to keep themselves safe. In English, we began an exciting new unit
on informal letters, imagining exchanges between an intrepid explorer
searching for the treasure of El Dorado and his aunt back in Norfolk. In
Maths, we revisited strategies for multiplying and dividing numbers with
growing confidence. Our RE lessons focused on comparing prayers from
Christianity, Hinduism and Islam, noticing similarities and differences in
how people express their faith. Finally, in PSHE, we discussed stranger
danger and the importance of staying safe within our community. It has
been a thoughtful and engaging week of learning.

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Year 4 have made an excellent start to the new half term, returning
with enthusiasm and a strong focus on their learning. The children
have worked hard in Maths, completing their summer assessments
with resilience and a positive attitude. In English, they completed an
independent piece of writing based on a revised version of Aladdin and
the Enchanted Lamp. In History, learning focused on comparing
Ancient Egyptian civilisation with modern-day life. The children
explored key aspects such as housing, jobs, hobbies, and clothing. In
Design and Technology, the children began the planning and design
stage of their slingshot cars. They discussed different design features,
explored both the interior and exterior of their designs, and carefully
labelled their plans.

This week we have celebrated the work of 11 of our Y5 pupils who have
worked throughout the year with T100 (Thurrock 100 Cultural
Programme) to celebrate the great outdoor spaces in Thurrock and
explain why open spaces are so important to all of us. Our pupils
performed a super 15 minute production, talking about different outdoor
spaces and why they were so important to them, illustrating this with
beautifully choreographed sections of dance and movement.
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It has been a brilliant and busy week in Year 6, and the children have certainly made the
most of every opportunity to learn, explore and work together.
One of the highlights of the week has been the start of rehearsals for our end-of-year
production. The children have approached this with great enthusiasm, and teachers have
been very impressed with the commitment they have shown. There has been a
wonderful sense of teamwork, and it is already clear that this production will be
something special. We are looking forward to seeing their confidence grow as rehearsals
continue.
Earlier in the week, on Monday, Year 6 visited the Bata Heritage Centre to learn more
about past life in East Tilbury. The children were fascinated by the displays and enjoyed
discovering how the area has changed over time. They asked thoughtful questions and
showed real curiosity throughout the visit, making excellent links to their wider learning
in history and geography.
In PSHE lessons, the class has also explored the British Value of tolerance. The children
took part in sensible and respectful discussions about how we can value difference, listen
to one another and help create a kind and inclusive community. It was encouraging to
see how maturely they reflected on these important ideas.
Alongside this, the children have begun research for an upcoming independent write.
Their work has been based around a geographical or historical concept, and they have
shown real interest in developing their knowledge ready for next week. This
independent task will give them the chance to demonstrate their understanding and
organise their ideas carefully.

Support children to use language, not just hear it.
Give them the time to talk, respond, ask questions,
and share their ideas. Everyday conversations, shared
activities, and reading together help children practise
both speaking and listening. At nursery or school,
programmes such as NELI can help build their
vocabulary, storytelling, attention, and listening skills,
helping children grow in confidence as communicators.

SUPPORT LISTENING (RS
5C - SKILLS

- Help children to listen and follow simple instructions
during everyday routines. Break instructions down
into short, manageable steps and check their
understanding. For example, say, "Please put your coat

... On,”rather than giving them several instructions at once.
Strong listening skills support learning, attention, and
participation at school.
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3 GROW THEIR VOCABULARY

Talk with children about the world around them,
naming objects, actions, and feelings. Use a wide
range of words during everyday activities such as
shopping, cooking, and playing. Repeating and
explaining new words help children understand
and use vocabulary more confidently, supporting
their comprehension and communication.

4 SHARE STORIES TOGETHER

Read storybooks together regularly and talk about
characters, events, and illustrations. Ask simple
questions such as “What's happening here?” and
validate children’s responses with positive feedback.
Acting out stories together, asking open questions, and
& giving children the chance to be the storyteller can all
ﬂ support their narrative skills and confidence.
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5 NAME DIFFERENT FEELINGS

Help children learn to express themselves by =
talking about different feelings and naming them
clearly, such as happy, sad, or angry. Visuals and role
play can support their understanding of this. Being able
to express their feelings verbally helps children build
positive relationships with adults and peers, reduces
frustration, and supports their social development as
they prepare for school.

Strong communication between home and the

nursery, school, or early years setting can help children
feel more confident and supported. Parents can visit the
setting with their child before they start, helping them
become familiar with the environment and key adults.
Educators can share relevant information with families
and colleagues, so each child’s needs are understood.
Newsletters can also help families continue language
learning at home.
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Children develop their language and communication
skills at different rates, so early conversations between
home and settings are important. If parents have
concerns, they should speak to their child’s nursery,
school, or early years setting. Educators can use tools
such as LanguageScreen, included in the NELI
programmes, to build a profile of a child’s speaking and ‘ g

The Education
Endowment Foundation (EEF) provides guidance on the
strength of evidence behind different strategies,
supporting informed decision-making and effective use
of school time and resources.

Settings can use evidence-based assessment tools

to understand children’s language skills and identify
where support may be needed. These tools support
SEND reforms, and strengthen whole-setting language
development, helping children receive support that
reflects their individual communication needs.
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10 TAKE PART IN RESEARCH

Research trials can give schools, early years
settings, and families a valuable opportunity to
contribute to evidence construction and future \
policy. Parents may be asked to give consent, share
feedback, or support activities at home, while educators

help deliver and monitor approaches in practice. The EEF
often has trials that settings can join, including

whole-class oral language programmes designed to

support children’s communication development.
