In French, we have 
completed our unit on things we eat, drink and do for a 
healthy lifestyle and we learnt how to make verbs negative in 
French for things we should not be eating, drinking and doing 
too much of. In maths , we have completed our current unit of 
learning on angles, with lots of practical experience learning 
how to use a protractor; these fine mathematical instruments 
are first introduced to pupils in Y5.
