Dyscalculia Awareness Day ï 3rd March 2025

What is Dyscalculia?

Dyscalculia is a condition with affects how individuals understand and process numbers. It is 

estimated that about 6% of the population have this sort of difficulty in one form or another and 

because it is related to brain function, it tends to be hereditary and run in families. Difficulties can 

be varied and extensive and can have a big impact on learning and life. We need number skills to 

do almost everything. 

How parents/carers can help:

¶ Ensure regular practice happens ólittle and oftenô

10 minutes of practice every day, is much better than a gruelling 45-minute maths session 

on a Sunday evening

¶ Practice only on topics which have been taught already

Homework works best when it follows up on already attempted work. This will be more 

effective if revised from work done in class on the same day.

¶ Make maths part of everyday life

Think of ways to incorporate maths learning into everyday activities. For example, shopping 

activities, begin an understanding of how long activities take or measure steps across a 

football pitch.

¶ Make sure maths is interesting and relevant for your child

Board and computer games and even sports contain elements of maths. Make maths fun!

¶ Donôt pass on your Maths Anxiety

Even if you found maths hard, try not to tell your child you were bad at maths or didnôt like it 

as this could make them think that it is ok and could increase their Maths anxiety.

¶ Allow your child to talk openly about their Maths Anxiety

Getting your child to share and verbalise their feelings about maths is very important, as 

something can be done to help their struggles if you know about it.

¶ Teach your child to ask about things they donôt understand

As important in the classroom as it is at home. If your child is not encouraged to ask 

questions, they may bottle up their anxiety and fear.

This week in Science we learned about our five 
senses. We performed different tests and 
activities to learn more about each one. We 
answered questions about a picture to test our 
sight.

In DT we have been exploring different ways to 
join fabrics together including pinning, stapling 
and glueing.

This week in year 2 we have been learning about money in maths. As 
part of this unit, we have been using coins and notes to create given

In English we have been writing independently, applying all our facts 
learnt about Neil Armstrong from the previous unit. In Science our 
learning about materials has continued. This week, we focused on the 
work of John McAdam.

In Science, we kicked off our topic on electricity, learning all about electrical and 
non -electrical appliances. We also had fun creating our own static electricity by 
rubbing balloons on our jumpers and heads to make paper stick to them. It was a 
shocking experience!
