Overview 

In the first half term, Reception will be focusing their learning on the topic ‘Fantasy and 

Adventure’ and in the second half term we will be focussing on, ‘The Deep Blue Sea’. In English, 

they will focus on spelling words by identifying and writing the sound with the correct 

formation. By the end of Spring term, we expect pupils to write simple words using phonetically 

plausible spelling. In Phonics we will begin to introduce Phase 3 sounds, covering the first four 

units.  

As a school, we use Ark Maths to support our planning in Maths. This term pupils will be looking 

at numbers within 10 where we will represent, order and explore addition and subtraction. We 

will explore the calendar and time, days of the week, seasons and sequence daily events. We 

will introduce grouping and sharing in equal groups, grouping into fives and tens.   

Pupils will learn to comment on familiar situations in the past, compare characters from stories, 

understand the past through settings, characters and events encountered in books. They will 

learn about different cultures and celebrations, different countries around the world and talk 

about members of their immediate family and community and special places to them. We will 

encourage children to explore the natural world around them using their senses and recognise 

some environments that are different to the one in which they live as well as understanding 

the effect of changing seasons on the natural world around them. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Home learning  

Optional home learning tasks will be set weekly on a Friday and are due back on Thursday. 

Tasks set will be based on the children’s current learning or will be pre-learning tasks for the 

week ahead. Reading should be completed at least 5 times a week and recorded in their 

reading diaries.  

Age Home Learning Expectations 

EYFS Daily reading (approximately 10 minutes) 

Name writing practice  

Practise counting regularly 

Identify and talk about shapes and patterns you see in the environment 

Identify phonemes and graphemes you see in the environment 

Occasionally there may be a specific piece of work relating to a project or event 

in the school year.  

 

Things you can do to support your child at home 

To support your child at home, it is vital that you read with them as often as you can. Reading 

with your child exposes them to a greater range of vocabulary and therefore supports their 

learning in all other areas. 

The children should be able to complete some tasks independently but may need support in 

reading the questions. It is a good thing if they make mistakes. This will identify to class 

teachers where the children need support when they are in school.
